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For the safety of all residents, the Office of Student Affairs publishes a list of approved and prohibited items. All
students in the Residential Life Program are responsible to access a copy of the list and to comply. The list is
available online and printed copies are available upon request from the Office of Student Affairs. Failure to comply
may result in student conduct action. The list is updated annually. However, the university reserves the right to
revise the list at any time deemed necessary for the safety and well-being of residents. In such a case, the revised

list will be distributed to all residents via their OUAZ email account.

Approved Items Recommended for All Students
